The Board of Directors took the following action at their meeting held in April: 
· The Board reviewed a request for an easement from Golden State Water to increase the pipe size. The easement would run from the end of Manuel Court over toward Driftwood Drive. 
· The Board reviewed its investments and voted to open some short term certificates of deposit in an effort to increase revenues. 
· The Board reviewed the Mota Ranch Townhomes reserve study as a last requirement from First Bank to move forward with a bank loan for construction funding. We anticipate receiving final approval shortly and will be forwarding a ballot package requesting your affirmative vote. 
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· Tree Care was a warded the contract to remove the dead alder tree on the corner of Wildes Court and Manuel Court. The cost is $250.
· The Board is reviewing a proposal from D&H Landscaping to upgrade the approach to the community along Mota Ranch Drive. This will be discussed at the May Meeting. 
· The weed abatement contract was awarded to Ed Richard. The work will be done around the 10th of May at a cost of $9,000. The work includes mowing the open space behind Azores Circle with a fire break and removal of the weeds within the Townhomes in their entirety. 
· The Board held 10 violation hearings just prior to the regular meeting for homeowners who are not compliant with the rules. Each owner had received a courtesy notice, followed by a hearing notice, and if not corrected, a notice of a $200 fine. The hearings were for such things as failure to maintain the yard, stored vehicles, holiday décor, and trash can storage. 
· The Board has secured use of the Calvary Temple Church on the border of Bay Point and Concord thanks to John McClendon. The Board meetings for 2008 have been tentatively set for the 3rd Tuesday of the month as follows:

tc \l1 "Fall Landscape TipsSummer is the time to apply weed and feed or a pre-emergent to your lawn and ground cover beds if you want to control the weed population.

Apply organic fertilizer to your shrubs and ground cover 4 times annually beginning in Spring to increase plant vigor. 

Finally, cut back your vegetation from the sidewalks and streets so as not to impede pedestrian traffic. 

Once maintenance has been completed, it’s time to plant - Summer blooming flowers and shrubs.
